The HUD Project Manager will extend your current contract for a total of 12 months so long as you are cooperating with the restructuring process.

If you do not choose to change your election within five business days, the PAE will provide you with a revised Section 8 HAP Contract that reflects the OAHP-approved market rents.  Your current Section 8 HAP Contract will expire at the end of the first full month after you receive that Notice.  

If you execute the new Section 8 HAP Contract, HUD may elect to renew the contract at the market rents determined but reserves the right to issue tenant-based assistance (vouchers) to the tenants in the property in the face of immediate questions of viability.  If the contract is renewed, you will be placed on a special watch list going forward.  As a result, special inspections or monthly submissions of financial statements may be required.  In any case, HUD’s execution of the contract is conditioned upon the availability of funds.

If you do not execute the Section 8 HAP Contract, HUD will be unable to honor your requisitions and will have no choice but to assume that you intend to opt out of the Program.  In order to begin procedures to provide Section 8 tenant-based assistance to the tenants of this property, you will be given a short-term renewal at market rents in order to comply with the one-year Notice requirements to tenants or to provide sufficient time to process tenant-based vouchers.  If your decision is to opt out, we strongly urge you to contact your HUD Project Manager immediately.
