These are exception offices for Fiscal Year 1995.

   The 11 offices below without an asterisk currently have less

than 10 percent of their inventory leased to homeless providers.

Therefore, these offices must, if requested by a preapproved

homeless provider, advise them of new acquisitions in designated

zip code areas.  These properties would be available for lease

before being offered for public sale.  New acquisitions are to be

made available for a 10-day consideration and inspection period.

If a signed lease is not received from the provider by the end of

the 10-day consideration period, the local office will offer the

property for sale in accordance with the procedures contained in

Notice H 94-74, Revisions to SFPD Sales Procedures, dated

September 29, 1994.  This procedure will be used in these 11

offices until such time as 10 percent of their October 1, 1994

inventory is leased to homeless providers.  This policy was

previously announced in Notice H 94-43, Revisions to the SFPD

Homeless Initiative Program, dated June 14, 1994.

   The 18 offices below marked by an asterisk have currently

leased 10 percent or more of their October 1, 1994 inventory to

homeless providers.  These offices are not to use exception

procedures during Fiscal Year 1995 unless the number of properties

under lease falls below 10 percent of the October 1, 1994

inventory.

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NONEXCEPTION OFFICES:  All other local offices must not make properties

available for lease to homeless providers until they have been marketed for 30 days.

ALL OFFICES:  If a provider expresses an interest in leasing during or

after the 30-day marketing period, the local office will offer the property to the homeless provider for consideration and inspection for 10 days at the conclusion of the marketing period provided the property is unsold, no other offer has been accepted, and the property is not in a public bid offering period or committed to another purpose.  Only those properties for which the provider has submitted a written expression of interest will be held off market.

   In all cases, the Homeless Coordinator in Community Planning and

Development is to advise homeless providers of eligible properties.  At the local office option, notification may be by direct mail (SAMS report or Broker Information Release), or by relying upon a newspaper listing.  If notice of available properties is provided by mail, the consideration period will begin to run five days after mailing.  Providers are encouraged (but not required) to submit expressions of interest by facsimile, where feasible.

   If a signed lease is not received from the provider by the end of the 10-day consideration period, the local office will return the property to normal processing.  Signed leases may also be transmitted by facsimile, followed by submission of the original.  In all cases, properties are leased to providers on a first come-first served basis.
